As per Section 25 (3) a of the Local Government Act 2020 the election of the Mayor must
be chaired by the Chief Executive Officer and must be conducted in accordance with the
Governance Rules.

6 FIXING OF THE MAYORAL TERM

As per Section 26 (3) of the Local Government Act 2020, prior to the election of a Mayor,
Council must determine by resolution if the Mayor is to be elected for one or two year
term.

Governance Rules section 2.2 - Determining the Election of Mayor

a) The Chief Executive Officer must open the Meeting at which the Mayor is to be elected
and preside until the Meeting elects a Mayor

b) Before the election of the Mayor, Councill must determine by resolution whether the
Mayor is to be elected for a one-year or a two-year term

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8 ELECTION OF MAYOR

Section 25 of the Local Government Act 2020 states ‘At a Council meeting that is open
to the public, the Councillors must elect a Councillor to be the Mayor of Council’

Governance Rules Part A - Election of Mayor

b) The Chief Executive Officer must facilitate the election of the Mayor in accordance
with the provisions of the Act.

Governance Rules section 2.2.1 - The procedure for the election of the Mayor

a) The Chief Executive Officer must invite nominations for the office of Mayor (each of
which must be seconded). If there is only one nomination, the candidate nominated
is to be declared elected.

b) Ifthereis more than one nomination, a vote of the Councillors present at the meeting
will be held.

C) In the event of a candidate receiving an Absolute Majority of the votes, that
candidate is to be declared elected.

d) In the event that no candidate receives an Absolute Majority of the votes, the
candidate with the fewest number of votes is to be declared a defeated candidate.
A further vote of the Councillors present at the meeting will be held.

e) If one of the remaining candidates receives an Absolute Majority of the votes, he or
she is to be declared elected. If none of the remaining candidates receives an
Absolute Majority of the votes, the process of declaring the candidate with the fewest
number of votes a defeated candidate and voting for the remaining candidates must
be repeated until one of the candidates receives an Absolute Majority of the votes.
That candidate must then be declared to be elected.

f) In the event of two or more candidates having an equality of votes and one of them
having to be declared a defeated candidate, the declaration will be determined by
lot.

Nominations will be invited for office of Mayor for 2022/2023.
